The Role of the Agricultural Program
in Supporting the Hunter School in Liberia and Promoting Self Support
The agriculture program is part of the Richard Hunter School System. The purpose is to raise funds for the school and help it become self reliant. The agricultural program includes farming, animal husbandry and pit sawing of lumber. Pit sawing involves cutting down trees on the farm and rip sawing them and selling them for the school's support and the construction of the schools with the timbers and planks.
Some of the crops that will be raised on the farm include: potatoes, okra, plantains, banana, peppers, rice, cassava, corn, yams, beans, pumpkins, watermelons, and many other crops.

The agricultural program is also enabling some people who want to support the school but don’t have the means to do so to be able to support the school through their work on the farm including funds to help the school grow.

Produce from the farm will be sold by a team of market men and women and the funds raised from goods will be used to support the school teachers and staff salaries. It will also help to enable the agriculture department to improve and provide more opportunities for people to work. 
Some of the people who are to work on the farm are graduates of the Hunter school and will now receive further training on the farm. Others are parents of students at the school who are experienced experts in the field of agriculture. 

The leadership of the school believe that farming is a good way to assist the school and help it become self reliant. The country of Liberia has a great deal of very rich soil and farm land. It can be invested in to be used to achieve good results in a very short time.. 

Work on the farm needs to begin in early September for three reasons:

1. The land is not owned by the school and the town elders who control the land want to see progress being made 
2. Some of the people who are working on the farm are students in the school and others are parents who are also working with other organizations and they are only available until the National Elections in Liberia are over on October 28th, 2005.
3. The farming season starts in September and this is the time that work on farms need to begin..
